The NBVA has agreed to 

help Maryland based bulk 

vendor Vendomatic Inc. with 

its efforts to reduce the li-

cense fee charged to bulk 

vendors in that state.  Vendo-

matic has hired a regionally 

renowned lobbying firm to 

lobby the Maryland state 

legislature to eliminate, or at 

least reduce, the license fee 

charged.  Each bulk head 

must post an annual state 

license issued by each local 

jurisdiction.  The fee for each 

head is $2.50.   The lobbying 

effort will attempt to elimi-

nate the fee or, alternatively, 

to modify it to charge for 

each rack of machines rather 

than each head.   The license 

fee is disproportionate to 

bulk vending sales as com-

pared to license fees charged 

for other machines such as 

snack and soda vendors.  

The legislative fund provides 

a contribution to NBVA 

members to pursue such leg-

islative changes across the 

country.

With the passage of the 

Consumer Product Safety 

Improvement Act of 2008, 

suppliers and operators 

alike must understand that 

safety is now a responsibility 

mandated by State and Fed-

eral legislation.  The fines 

and penalties for failure to 

adhere to these regulations 

are very real and can apply 

to both suppliers and opera-

tors.  Make no mistake 

about it; if you are not famil-

iar with the Consumer Prod-

uct Safety Improvement Act 

of 2008, get familiar with it!  

If you are not sure the toys 

you are buying comply, find 

out from your supplier today 

or get them out of your ma-

chines.  Itõs that simple. 

 

Some of the highlights of 

the legislation pertain to 

lead content and has set the 

legal limit at 600 ppm (parts 

per million), dropping to 300 

ppm in a yearõs time.  In 

three years, if technologi-

cally feasible, the limit drops 

to 100 ppm.  Regarding 

phthalates (phthalate de-

rives from phthalic acid 

which when added to plas-

tics allow molecules to slide 

against one another making 

it pliable.  It is a chemical 

known to cause certain 

types of cancer). The ban 

begins January 1, 2009 in 

California and on February

NBVA NOW ACCEPTS 
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1, 2009 for the rest of the        

country.  Specifically relating 

to phthalates, the law says: 

Beginning 180 days after 

the date of enactment, it will 

be unlawful for anyone to 

provide: 

Any children's toy or child 

care article that contains 

concentrations of more than 

0.1% of di-(2-ethylhexyl) 

phthalate (DEHP), dibutyl 

phthalate (DBP), or benzyl 

butyl phthalate (BBP);  

 

Any children's toy that can 

be placed in a child's mouth 

or child care article that con-

tains concentrations of more 

than 0.1% of diisononyl 

phthalate (DINP), diisodecyl 

phthalate (DIDP), or di-n-

octyl phthalate (DnOP). How-

ever, the CPSC shall, in con-

sultation with a Chronic Haz-

ard Advisory Panel, deter-

mine whether to continue in 

effect this prohibition or to 

prohibit additional phtha-

lates or phthalate alterna-

tives by promulgating a rule.  

 

In terms of enforcement, 

State Attorney Generals are 

empowered to impose the 

new law.  While civil penal-

ties to a manufacturer are 

capped at $15 million, there 

are provisions for criminal 

penalties that may include 

fines, imprisonment and/or 

asset forfeiture.  This is one 

of the areas of the law that 

is changing, so it is unclear 

how much the seller (or in 

this case, bulk vending ma-

chine operator) will be re-

sponsible.  However, it is 

clear that federal, state and 

local municipalities are 

cracking down on toy safety 

and have no tolerance for 

offenders.  No one wants to 

be seen as promoting or 

allowing children to have 

access to unsafe toys.  This 

includes the government, 

operators, suppliers and 

consumers. 

 

Other areas of the Bill in-

clude an increase in the 

Consumer Product Safety 

Commissionõs budget to $80 

million for fiscal 2009 and 

establish $118.2 million in 

2010; $115.6 million in 

2011; $123.9 million in 

2012; $131.8 million in 

2013; and $136.4 million in 

2014.  No doubt at least 

some of these funds will be 

used for enforcement, so the 

commission will have the 

financial strength to back up 

their commitment.  The Bill 

also addresses mandatory 

testing (which suppliers 

should already be conduct-

ing), tracking labels, Federal 

Preemption (States can 

adopt stricter standards), 

and the sharing of informa-

tion between States.  

 

Words like òphthalatesó, 

òdibutyl phthalatesó, benzl 

butyl phthalatesó and 

òdiisononyl phtlatesó may 

seem like mumbo jumbo, 

but they are very real and 

suppliers and operators can-

not afford to ignore them.  

Vending, like the rest of the 

world, is changing and we 

have to change with it, 

whether we like it or not.  

Because our predominant 

demographic is children, itõs 

òtime to get the lead 

outó (pun intended) and un-

derstand that what is put in 

vending machines will also 

be put into the hands and 

mouths of children.  That 

makes us all responsible.  

The National Bulk Vendors 

Association is keeping close 

tabs on the legislation and 

watching to see the specifics 

of the enforcement and how 

deep it extends to operators.  

Members will be kept up-to-

date and educated on their 

products and be able to con-

firm that they meet the 

safety standards set forth by 

the Consumer Product 

Safety Commission.   

 

No one likes complicated 

laws, especially when it 

comes to their livelihood.  In 

the past, the onus of safety 

was put on the supplier, and 

without specific guidance 

the manner of those tests 

was left up to them individu-

ally. Toys were tested to dif-

ferent standards.  Today 

those standards are defined 

and the ramifications of sell-

ing unsafe toys extend to 

anyone who sells them.  This 

direct impact on the opera-

tor alone should be enough 

to make them become a toy 

safety expert especially 

when it comes to the prod-

ucts he/she is selling in their 

machines.
