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SCOTTSDALE, AZñ        The Executive Committee of the National Bulk Vendors Association 

announced this week that they are changing the date and location of the 2009 annual 

convention and trade show.  The new venue is at the venerable and strategically located 

Ballyõs Hotel and Casino in Las Vegas, Nevada on April 16-18 th ð just one week earlier 

than the original date.  The change was necessary for a number of reasons and ultimately 

will provide a more economical and better experience for the members and show goers. 

Since the NBVA is now self-run, suggestions, comments and concerns of every member 

are taken to heart and every accommodation will be made to satisfy the needs of this 

important organization.  The change to Ballyõs exemplifies that commitment and 

underscores the changes the association is making that will ensure the health of the bulk 

vending industry and the livelihoods of its members. 

òWeõve been having complaints about Caesars Palace for years now and were unable to 

make any changes because of a long term commitment we made.  At the time Las Vegas 

was popular, the economy was strong and historically the association has the strongest 

turn-outs in Las Vegas.ó said Randy Chilton, President of the NBVA.  òAs times changed 

Caesars and Las Vegas became more and more expensive.  Our members could not afford 

the high priced rooms and were forced to stay elsewhere ð which hurt our room block and 

forced the association to pay penalties.  If the convention was held at Caesars we would 

have alienated the bulk vending community.  In order for us to survive in these troubled 

times we need as many people as possible to attend the convention, stay at the hotel, 

support our events and become involved in a cause which ultimately puts food on all our 

tablesó, added Chilton. 

Jim Hinton, Convention Chairman, knows all too well this problem and has been 

negotiating for years to get better hotel room rates and concessions from Caesars.  Until 

recently Caesars would not budge and the NBVA resigned  itself and its members that we

the National Association of Manufacturers (NAM CPSC Coalition), and the undersigned

It may mean a little 

more inventory, but it also 

means more sales. 

 

3.  Marketing is critically 

important in a recession.  

Since what you can do is 

limited, do what you 

normally do, just do it better 

and more often.  Keep 

displays looking fresh and 

up-to-date.  Make sure your 

machines are clean and in 

good working order.  Talk 

with managers at your 

locations and let them know 

what you are doing to keep 

their commissions up.  And 

most importantly, donõt stop 

locating!  Bulk vending is a 

your business to survive this 

current òeconomic perfect 

stormó there are a few 

considerations you will have 

to make.  After all, no matter 

what happens, your sales 

will not drop to zero.  That 

means that there are people 

buying from machines and it 

is your challenge to have 

them keep buying.

with other deadlines and 

requirements.  In other 

words, the CPSIA specifies 

that a pending rulemaking 

w i l l  n o t  d e l a y 

implementation of the 

effective dates for such 

limits, but does not 

adequately provide for an 

orderly implementation of a 

comprehensive rule that 

clarifies lead test methods, 

acceptability of component 

testing, or standards to be 

applied for determining 

reasonable exclusions for 

i n a c c e s s i b l e  p a r t s , 

accessible materials that do 

not present a health hazard, 

and electronic products and 

components. 

The CPSIA was 

drafted with the intention of 

enhancing childrenõs product 

safety. Many industries 

supported imposition of new 

requirements and expected 

they would be implemented 

in an orderly, comprehensive 

manner.  In connection with 

the imposition of new lead 

content requirements it is 

necessary for the CPSC to 

define the scope of products 

subject to regulation, what 

const itutes accessible 

component parts, how 

component testing can be 

relied upon, and which 

materials and components, 

i n c l u d i n g  e l e c t r i c a l 

components, should be    

excluded.  In addition, US 

manufacturers need to be 

able to rely upon supplier 

certifications for component 

materials.  Clearly developed 

regulations that address all 

of these issues before the 

February 10, 2009 deadline 

are necessary to enable 

effective compliance and 

enforcement.  Without a well 

defined regulatory regime 

predicated on sound test 

standards and science-

based exclusions that 

protect children, the threat 

to small business and their 

employees is significant.  

Congress did not reasonably 

intend such consequences 

f r o m  a  c h a o t i c 

implementation of the 

CPSIA.   
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business of numbers and if 

you are not growing, then 

youõre shrinking.
